- Check the connectors and screws at regular intervals. All screws must be securely tightened.
- Our company bears no responsibility for improper assembly and use of the product.

- Try not to overload the shelves or drawers because the mechanisms and the static structure of
the furniture are burdened, and when you see that there are two handles, then use both your
hands to open the drawer smoothly, because especially if the drawer is loaded, damage may
occur to the mechanisms or other parts of the drawer and the furniture in general, as the load of
the furniture also affects its overall form, so deformation may occur.

- When moving the furniture, lift it and avoid dragging it because this can cause damage to the
floor and the furniture itself. Using felts you can protect the surface of your floor from minor
damage.

- Cleaning your furniture should be done with a fresh, well-wrung cotton cloth. Wipe off excess
moisture from the product with a dry towel, as there is a risk that parts of the furniture will soak
and swell.

- Do not use commercial products or cleaners with a chemical composition for the maintenance
and cleaning of the surfaces because they are likely to cause changes and discolouration of the
surface.

- All furniture that includes wall-mounted elements (compositions, shelves, etc.) must be given
special weight and attention to their position and the way they depend on the wall. Always use the
appropriate plugs and always check the quality of the wall to which they will be attached. A flimsy
wall, with poor quality materials or a masonry with a large amount of plaster to cover
imperfections, are not suitable for heavy dependencies.

1. Humidity
Optimal room humidity should be between 45% and 65%. Due to seasonal humidity
changes, there may be a slight variation in height in this section. We recommend
ensuring adequate ventilation in damp rooms.
Caution: excessively dry air will lead to chipping of solid wood furniture. Improper
installation or storage in a damp or cold environment will rot the wood.

2. Effect of artificial light or UV radiation
You should also be aware that solid wood can change color under the influence of
certain types of artificial light or UV radiation such as sunlight. Solid wood furniture
should be placed in such a way as to ensure its uniform exposure to sunlight,
avoiding positions where some surfaces remain permanently in the shade while
others are constantly exposed to sunlight.

In general, lighter woods tend to get darker over time, while darker woods fade.
This is a natural process and not a material defect.

3. Cleaning furniture
Heavy dirt and liquids should be removed immediately. For this reason, we
recommend the use of absorbent paper or a dry cotton cloth.

For daily cleaning, solid wood furniture should be wiped with a dry or, if required,
a damp cloth but never with a damp cloth.

Do not use household detergents or steam cleaners.
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
