CLEANING & CARE

1.Wood is a living material and over time minor cracks and a change of colour may occur. These are all natural features of hardwood
timber.

2.For daily care, wipe the surface with a soft clean dry cloth. Avoid the use of harsh cleaners, staining fabric and abrasives.

3.Please be aware that oil, alcohol, juices & other chemical marks may do permanent damage to your furniture’s coating if left
uncleaned on the furniture for many days. After each use, these should be cleaned with clean wet cloth.

4.When moving products, please always lift off the floor, never drag products itself or drag its box on the floor or hard surface because
dragging may cause damage to the furniture.

5.Never drag chair while sitting on it.

6.Do not stand on furniture for your own safety & for the sake of the furniture.

7.Fittings: bolts, nuts & screws should be checked periodically after each disassembly and before each assembly to ensure they are still
firm. Note not to do over tighten until assembly completion.

8.When not in use, an outdoor furniture cover can be used to guard against moisture and the elements. This will protect the finishing
and maximize the life of your furniture.
