CLEANING & CARE

1.Wood is a living material and over time minor cracks and a change of colour may occur. These are all natural features of hardwood timber.

2.For daily care, wipe the surface with a soft clean dry cloth. Avoid the use of harsh cleaners, staining fabric and abrasives.

3.Please be aware that oil, alcohol, juices & other chemical marks may do permanent damage to your furniture’s coating if left uncleaned on the furniture for many days. After
each use, these should be cleaned with clean wet cloth.
